APPLICATION OF CONCESSIONARY RATES AND FREE ADMISSION TO THE 

MUNICIPAL MUSEUMS

ADULT GROUP RATES (RATE C)

-Groups made up of at least 20 people (not including school children and students).
This rate also applies:
- To War Veterans and Civilian Invalids, on presentation of the appropriate card.
- To the adults of families with three or more children, with the 'famille nombreuse' card.
- To the beneficiaries of the "Revenu minimum d'insertion" and "Revenu minimum 
d'activités" benefits, as well as the unemployed, on presentation of the card.
- To school groups made up of pupils over ten years old from primary, secondary or further 
education, and which have not booked ahead.

YOUNG VISITORS (RATE D)

-Individual visitors from 10 to 18 years and students with a student card.
This rate also applies:
- To school groups made up of pupils over ten years old from primary, secondary or further 
education, and which have booked ahead, from 1 June to 30 September.

SCHOOL GROUPS AND STUDENTS (RATE E)

- Groups which have booked ahead and are made up of pupils over ten years old from 
primary, secondary or further education, from schools and colleges outside Calvados, 
from 1 October to 31 May.
- Groups which have booked ahead and are made up of pupils over ten years old from 
primary, secondary or further education, from schools and colleges inside Calvados, 
from 16 March to 31 May and from 1 to 31 October.
This rate also applies:
- To teachers and lecturers, with supporting document.
- To children over ten years old from families with three or more children, with the 'famille 
nombreuse' card.

FREE

- Children under 10.
- Groups which have booked ahead and are made up of pupils over ten years old from 
primary, secondary or further education, from schools and colleges inside Calvados, from 1 
November to 15 March.
- Adults accompanying groups that have booked ahead (one admission for every ten visitors).
- Journalists and museum workers, with supporting document.
- Second World War veterans, resistants and deportees, with supporting document (to the 
Museums of the Battle of Normandy and the General de Gaulle Memorial).
- Holders of a Bayeux Tapestry ticket, for admission to the Baron Gérard Museum.
- Holders of a Battle Museum ticket, for admission to the de Gaulle Museum.
- Persons with accreditation from the Mayor and who have been presented with a document to 
this effect or a free admission voucher.
